Presentation of individual experiences of Western Balkans countries and regional co-
operation in fight against organized crime (expose of Mr. Ivica Dacic)

Respected colleagues Ministers,
Your Excellencies,

Ladies and gentlemen,

Already in 2001 Serbian police stepped into establishment of systematic and organizational
prerequisites for serious moves at the state level in tackling and suppression of organized crime.
General environment and situation in Serbia have significantly changed since then — when it was
the last moment to admit existence of organized crime problems in the state. General atmosphere
in Serbia (political, economic and social) was previously very favorable for organized crime — to
emerge, develop and expand, without control and powerfully.

Using absence of international police co-operation and information exchange, criminal groups
specifically developed their activities in the area of classic organized crime — smuggling of
drugs, weapons, hazardous materials and trafficking in human beings. Deep economic crisis
brought to overall corruption phenomenon in the society, and due to selective approach to this
phenomenon alternative institutions started to emerge, growing into informal centers of financial
and political power.

At the beginning of 90s, criminal groups independent of ethnic principle emerged, inspired
exclusively by motive of illicit profit, using isolation of the country and these groups directed
their activities towards illicit cigarettes market, oil derivatives, but also continued with all
mentioned activities without being selective about tools on the way to the goals achievement.

This decision of Serbian Government — to face with organized crime — was one of the most
important political decisions reflecting upon the beginning of reforms within our police. The first
prerequisites for establishment of institutions in this area were created in 2001 by signing and
ratification of United Nations Convention on Transnational Organized Crime and its
implementation in national legislation in a form of amendments of Penal Law, Criminal
Proceedings Law and adoption of Law on Organization and Competencies of State Authorities in
Suppression of Organized Crime.

After specialized structures were formed within the police, prosecution and judiciary, with
special and difficult task — not only to implement taken over obligations and implementation of
new adopted laws in practice, but also to establish complete state "apparatus” and mechanism of
fight against organized crime, what was one fully new experience so far.

In October 2001, Directorate for Combating Organized Crime was established within the
Ministry of Interior Republic of Serbia; from its very beginning this police unit and Special
Prosecutor's Office for Organized Crime set foundations for extremely good co-operation which
was then reinforced, strenghtened and upgraded with years and new gained experiences and
knowledge. Partnership of all state authorities in fight against organized crime was immediately
recognized as one of the most powerful tools in this area, and especially with prosecution and
other judicial authorities, that is just reinforced by the organization of this Conference.



During 8 years of existence, specialized police structure for combating organized crime has
changed its organization on several ocassions, but never changed its primary mission — to
efficiently tackle organized crime in Serbia and partner countries using all available legal means
and gained experiences and knowledge in partnership with authorities and institutions in the
country, region and the rest of the world.

Service for Combating Organized Crime is currently structured in Criminal Police Directorate. It
still covers all forms of organized criminality registered in Serbia. Monitoring the state and
situation in this area, new tendencies and trends were recognized for which reason during its
existence new organizational units were established — Department for Fight Against High-tech
Crime and just recently (June 2009) Unit for Financial Investigations. This unit is actually a
police structure implementing provisions of Law on Criminal Assets Forefeiture adopted in
March 2009. As the whole Service, Unit also has competencies to conduct financial
investigations on the whole territory of Republic of Serbia, acting in accordance to its
competencies under the coordination of Special Prosecutor's Office for Organized Crime.

Beside several very significant activities in legislation amendments, in period 2008-2009,
Republic of Serbia have worked intensively on drafting strategic documents relevant for area of
fight against organized crime. Among these, we would like to point out National Strategy for
Fight Against Organized Crime adopted in February 2009, as well an Action Plan for its
implementation, adopted last week. During all activities in drafting this strategic documents,
OSCE Mission to Serbia was providing full support and facilitated adoption by its
recommendations and advices what Ministry of Interior especially appreciates. Simultaneously
with these activities, during 2009 we have recognized the need to redefine joint goals of OSCE
Mission and Mol Republic of Serbia and this have been done by updated Memoranda on
Understanding between our two institutions.

Beside he National Strategy for Fight Against Organized Crime, following has also been
adopted: National Strategy for Fight Against Money Laundering and Terrorism Financing
(September 25, 2008), Strategy for Fight Against Drugs for Period 2009-2013 (February 26,
2009) and National Strategy for Fight Against Illegal Migrations for Period 2009-2014 (March
26, 2009). All strategic documents were prepared in co-operation and co-participation of all
relevant state authorities for designed areas, since, as I've told, necessity of partnership at the
national level was not only recognized but also verified.

Beside intensive activities at national level, Serbian police have immediately recognized a need
to establish co-operation at regional and international level. Practice of fight against organized
crime, so far, have shown that criminal groups and persons from criminal environment in Serbia
most often link themselves to criminal groups in region countries, primarily former Yugoslav
countries. Motive of established links among persons from criminal milleu is primarily inspiring
material benefit, regardless their national, religious or ethnic origin. Aware of this fact, Service
for Combating Organized Crime of Serbian Mol from the very beginning endeavours to maintain
direct contacts for its counterparts in police services of the region. Co-operation is mainly
performed in a form of direct information exchange or via police liaison officers of regional
countries in Serbia, as it is the case with Republic of Bulgaria and Romania.

Direct contacts of police officers are established in all segments of police work, and primarily
suppression of drugs smuggling, trafficking in human beings and illegal migrations, weapons
smuggling, motor vehicle smuggling, etc. Quality and justification for this form of co-operation
is proven by several very successfully conducted and finalized joint police operations in SEE



countries. Coordination of activities in the region has become a practice not only among the
police, but among prosecutors, having in mind that in proactive investigations only with arranged
and harmonized actions of these institutions in all countries can develop faster and better quality
evidences exchange for purpose of further proceedings.

Achievement of current level of co-operation and trust in joint work has been contributed by
numerous projects which have been implemented with the assistance of international
organizations for purposes of specialized structures for fight against organized crime at regional
level. Through different sorts of seminars and trainings participants did not just gain better
insight into practice of neighbouring countries, but they were also exploring methods for more
efficient joint policing. Each established contact was actually a specific opportunity for personal
familiarization of participants significantly strengthening their mutual trust.

In order to achieve better results in fight against organized crime, it is necessary to maintain and
further develop at the enviable level already established regional police co-operation in the
direction of: conducting synchronized investigations (simultaneous investigations individually
initiated in all countries participating the same case), timely information exchange and properly
collected evidences for the purpose of more efficient criminal proceedings.

Having in mind that Service for Combating Organized Crime have established excellent co-
operation with most of the countries, especially with former Yugoslav republics, which resulted
in large number of joint actions and that it continousely exchanges data on persons and groups of
joint police interest, we think that next level is to consider also other options, primarily legal
basis for formalizing and standardizing praxis of joint investigations teams of police services in
the region.

Exactly to this end | would like to remind of one more tool which police services in countries in
the region have at their disposal — Convention on International Police Co-operation in South East
Europe, signed and ratified by regional countries present here today. These days an expert
meeting is organized with participation of our countries having as a goal to define mechanisms
for implementation of this Convention in practice, especially segments significant for operative
policing in fight against organized crime, such as joint investigation teams and "hot pursuits". In
that sense, | would like to stress importance of proper countries preparations, primarily
preparations of national legislations in order to create better preconditions for law enforcement
authorities to more efficiently fight against organized crime.

Beside direct police co-operation with regional countries, Serbian police have established high
level co-operation with police liaison officers in Republic of Serbia, as well liaison officers out
of Serbia in charge of the territory of our state. Except operational co-operation, primarily in
form of information exchange and sharing, but also in a form of joint investigative activities,
experiences of Italy, FR Germany, Nordic countries, United Kingdom, Spain, Austria, France
and other European countries, as well USA, were very significant. Beside experiences, very
stimulating were knowledge on methodology and practice of fight against organized crime
transferred through a lot of trainings, as well technical assistance and donations.

Developing specialized structures for combating organized crime and gaining practical
experiences in co-operation with regional and Western European countries, Serbia have
recognized benefits of modern concepts and methodologies in fight against organized crime,
primarily proactive approach. Having in mind the fact that classic reactive system and
methodology of policing in fight against organized crime cannot be sufficiently effective and



efficient in response to the activities of highly sophisticated criminal groups acting at strategic
and national and international levels, the need to introduce new working method is posed — need
for intelligence-led policing. This is also one more among great challenges for Serbian police,
since this concept requires reorganization of police structures and mind-settings in order to tackle
this global threat in more efficient way.

Following development of events and trends in international community, Republic of Serbia, on
its way of European integrations, have accessed to all relevant international documents in the
area of fight against organized crime. Beside this, we have strengthened co-operation via
Interpol, but also established channels of co-operation via Europol. Signing of Agreement on
Strategic Co-operation with Europol have paved a path for further upgrade and
institutionalization of partnership with Europol as more and more present and significant
stakeholder in area of fight against organized crime, especially for strategic analysis of situation
in this field as well for annual organized crime threat assessment, as one of the key documents
for strategic level of priorities setting for the Ministry of Interior and application of proactive
approach.

Beside mentioned organizations, | would like to mention co-operation with UN Office on Drugs
and Crime with which co-operation is going to be specifically intensified through projects for
period till 2011, primarily through Regional Programme for Promotion of Justice and Security in
SEE in period 2009-2011.

When we talk about regional co-operation in fight against organized crime we must not leave out
co-operation within SECI Center. From the establishment of SECI, Serbia actively participates
its” activities. Beside large number of trainings and seminars, thanks to the assistance of SECI
center numerous joint operations have been performed especially in the area of suppression and
prevention of trafficking in human beings and illegal migrations. It is not only that we have
achieved excellent results in these operations, but what is more important, participating countries
established common standards for actions of police services and prosecutor's offices, both during
investigations and latter in all phases of criminal proceedings, significantly contributing
efficiency of law enforcement authorities in fight against organized crime.

And, at the end, Serbian police and its specialized Service for Combating Organized Crime have
so far in many situations showed and proved their determination to fight against organized crime.
Excellent co-operation established with region countries and wider just supports that. 1 would
like to conclude my expose with just one message — we have a joint enemy and the only way to
tackle it is to join our efforts. To that end, Ministry of Interior Republic of Serbia is available to
you for co-operation — with its experience, which is not small, capacities and readiness to
continue and strengthen both fight against organized crime in our countries and our co-operation.

Predstavljanje pojedinacnih iskustava zemalja Zapadnog Balkana i regionalne saradnje
u borbi protiv organizovanog kriminala

Drage kolege ministri,
Vase ekselencije

Dame i gospodo,

Srpska policija je ve¢ od 2001. godine pristupila uspostavljanju sistemski i organizacionih
preduslova za preduzimanje ozbiljnih koraka na drzavnom nivou u suprotstavljanju i
suzbijanju organizovanog kriminala. OpSte okruZenje i situacija u Srbiji znatno su se
promenili od tada — kada je bio krajnji momenat da se prizna postojanje problema
organizovanog kriminala u drzavi. Opsti ambijent u Srbiji (politicki, ekonomski i druStveni)
su prethodno bili veoma pogodni za organizovani kriminal - da se pojavi, razvije 1 Siri
nekontrolisano i mo¢no.

Koriste¢i odsustvo medunarodne policijske saradnje i razmene informacija, kriminalne grupe
su naroCito razvile svoje aktivnosti u oblasti klasicnog organizovanog kriminala -
krijumcarenje narkotika, oruzja, opasnih materija 1 trgovine belim robljem. Duboka
ekonomska kriza dovela je do sveopste pojave korupcije u drustvu, a zbog selektivnog
pristupa ovom problemu doSlo je do pojave alternativnih institucija, koji prerastaju u
neformalne centre finansijske 1 politicke moc¢i.

Pocetkom devedesetih godina formiraju se kriminalne grupe nezavisne od etnickih principa,
inspirisane isklju¢ivo motivom nelegalnog profita, koje su koristile izolaciju zemlje 1
aktivnosti usmerile na ilegalno trziSte cigareta, naftnih derivata, ali i nastavile sa svim ve¢
pomenutim aktivnostima, ne birajuci sredstva za ostvarenje takvog cilja.

Ova odluka srpske Vlade, da se suo¢i sa organizovanim kriminalom bila je jedna od
najvaznijih politickih odluka koje su se odrazile 1 na pocetak reformi u nasoj policiji. Prvi
preduslovi za formiranje institucija u ovoj oblasti ostvareni su 2001. godine potpisivanjem i
ratifikacijom Konvencije Ujedinjenih nacija o transnacionalnom organizovanom kriminalu 1
njenom implementacijom kroz nacionalno zakonodavstvo u vidu izmena Krivicnog zakonika,
Zakonika o krivicnom postupku i usvajanjem Zakona o organizaciji i nadleznosti drzavnih
organa u suzbijanju organizovanog kriminala.

Nakon toga su formirane specijalizovane strukture u policiji, tuzilastvu i sudstvu sa posebnim
1 teSkim zadatkom — ne samo sprovodenja preduzetih obaveza i sprovodenja novousvojenij
zakona u praksi ve¢ i uspostavljanja komplaetnog drzavnog aparata i mehanizma borbe protiv
organizovanog kriminala, $to je do tada bilo jedno potpuno novo iskustvo.

U okviru Ministarstva unutrasnjih poslova Republike Srbije 01. oktobra 2001. godine
osnovana je Uprava za bprbu protiv organizovanog kriminala, a od samog osnivanja su
specijalizovana jednica policije Specijalno tuzilastvo za organizovani kriminala postavili
temelje izuzetno dobre saradnje, koji su se s godinama i sticanjem novih znanja i iskustava
samo utvrdivali, jacali 1 nadogradivali. Partnerstva svih drzavnih organa u borbi protiv
organizovanog kriminala odmah je prepoznata kao jedan od najjacih alata u ovoj oblasti, a



posebno sa tuzilastvom i drugim pravosidnim organima, $to potvrdujemo i organizacijom ove
Konferencije.

Tokom 8 godina postojanja, specijalizovana policijska struktura za borbu protiv
organizovanog kriminala je menjala svoju organizaciju u nekoliko navrata, ali se nikada nije
menjala osnovna misija SBPOK-a — da se kroz partnerstvo sa organima institucijama u
zemlji, regionu i svetu, koriste¢i sva raspoloziva zakonita sredstva i steCena iskustva i znanja
Sto efikasnije suprotstavi organizovanom kriminalu i Srbiji i zemljama partnerima.

Sluzba za borbu protiv organizovanog kriminala se sada strukturno nalazi u sklopu Uprave
kriminalisticke policije. I dalje pokriva sve pojavne oblike organizovanog kriminala
registrovane u Srbiji. Pra¢enjem stanja 1 situacije u ovoj oblasti prepoznate su nove tendencije
i trendovi organizovanog kriminala, usled Cega su tokom vremena formirane nove
organizaciona jedinica — Odeljenje za borbu protiv visokotehnoloskog kriminala i od nedavno
(jun 2009. godine) Jednica za finansijske istrage. Ova jedinica je zapravo struktura policije
koja ¢e sprovoditi odredbe Zakona o oduzimanju imovine proistekle iz kriviénog dela, koji je
usvojen marta 2009. godine

Kao 1 cela SluZba, Jedinica ima nadleZnost za sprovodenje finansijskih istraga na teritoriji cele
Republike Srbije, 1 postupa i skladu sa svojim ovlaséenjima pod koordinacijom Specijalnog
tuzilastva za organizovani kriminal.

U periodu 2008-2009. godina Srbija je pored nekoliko znacajnih zakonodavnih izmena
intenzivno radila i na izradi strateSkih dokumenata relevantnih za oblast borbe protiv
organizovanog kriminala. Od toga izdavajmo Nacionalnu strategiju za borbu protiv
organizovanog kriminala usvojenu februara 2009. godine kao i izraden Akcioni plan za njeno
sprovodenje, usvojen prosle nedelje. Tokom svih aktivnosti na izradi ovog strateskog
dokumenta, Misija OEBS-a u Srbiji je pruzala punu podrsku i svojim preporukama i savetima
pomogla njeno usvajanje, na ¢emu joj je Ministarstvo unutrasnjih poslova posebno zahvalno.
Paralelno sa ovim aktivnostima, tokom 2009. godine je uocena potreba za redefinsianjem
zajednickih ciljeva Misije OEBS-a i MUP-a R Srbije, §to je 1 u€injeno kroz azurirano
Memorandum o razumevanju izmedu nase dve institucije.

Pored Nacionalne strategije za borbu protiv organizovanog kriminala usvojene su i
Nacionalna strategija za borbu protiv pranja novca i finansiranja terorizma (25. septembra
2008), Strategija za borbu protiv droga za period 2009-2013 (26. februara 2009) i Nacionalna
strategija za borbu protiv ilegalnih migracija za period 2009-2014 (26. marta 2009). Svi
strateSki dokumenti su pripremani u saradnji i sau€esniStvu svih relevantnih drzavnih organa
za oblasti na koje su usmerene, s obzirom da je, kao §to sam ve¢ rekao ne samo prepoznata
ve¢ 1 potvrdena neophodnost partnerstva na nacionalnom nivou.

Osim intenzivnih aktivnosti na nacionalnom nivou, sprska policija je odmah prepoznala i
neophodnost uspotavljanja saradnje na regionlanom i medunarondom nivou. Dosadasnja
praksa borbe protiv organizovanog kriminala pokazala je da se kriminalne grupe i lica iz
kriminogenih sredina u Srbiji naj¢esce povezuju sa kriminalnim grupama zemalja u regionu,
prvenstveno biv§ih jugoslovenskih republika. Motiv povezanosti izmedu lica iz kriminogene
sredine je pre svega ostvarivanje materijalne dobiti, bez obzira na njihovu nacionalnu, versku
ili etni¢ku pripadnost. Svesna te Cinjenice, Sluzba za borbu protiv organizovanog kriminala
MUP-a R Srbije od samog osnivanja nastoji da odrzava direktne kontakte sa srodnim
jedinicama policija u regionu. Saradnja se odvija uglavnom kroz direktnu razmenu podataka i



informacija ili posredstvom oficira za vezu u Srbiji, §to je slucaj sa Republikom Bugarskom i
Rumunijom.

Direktni kontakti policijskih sluzbenika se ostvaruju po svim linijjama rada, a prvenstveno u
oblasti suzbijanja krijumcarenja narkotika, trgovine Iljudima 1 ilegalnih migracija,
krijumcarenja oruzja, krijumcarenja kradenih motornih vozila, itd. Kvalitet i opravdanost
ovakvog oblika saradnje potvrduje se i kroz nekoliko veoma uspesno vodenih i realizovanih
zajednickih policijskih operacija sa zemljama JIE. Koordinacija aktivnosti u regionu postala
je praksa ne samo policija, ve¢ i tuzilaStava, imajué¢i u vidu da prilikom vodenja svih
proaktivnih istraga samo uz dogovoreno i uskladeno postupanje ovih institucija u svim
zemljama moze do¢i i do brze i kvalitetnije razmene dokaza koji se koriste u sudskim
postupcima.

Dostizanju sadaSnjeg nivoa saradnje i poverenja u zajednickom radu znatno su doprineli 1
mnogobrojni projekti koji su unazad realizovani uz pomo¢ i podrSku medunarodnih
organizacija za specijalizovane sluzbe za borbu protiv organizovanog kriminala na nivou
regiona. Kroz razli¢ite vrste obuka i seminara nije samo ostvaren bolji uvid u praksu rada
susednih zemalja, ve¢ su na osnovu toga pronalazeni i nacini za $to efikasnije zajednicko
postupanje policija. Svaki ostvarni kontakt je zapravo bio i posebna prilika za li¢no
upoznavanje policijskih sluzbenika, ¢ime se umnogome jacalo poverenje medu samim
policijskim sluzbama.

Radi postizanja boljih rezultata u borbi protiv organizovanog kriminala neophodno je odrzati i
dalje razvijati na zavidnom nivou ve¢ uspostavljenu regionalnu policijsku saradnju u smislu:
vodenja sinhronizovanih istraga (istovremeno vodenje istraga ponaosob pokrenutih u svakoj
od zemalja po istom predmetu), blagovremene razmene informacija i adekvatno prikupljenih
dokaza radi efikasnijeg vodenja krivicnog postupka.

Imajuéi u vidu da je Sluzba za borbu protiv organizovanog kriminala u svom dosadasnjem
radu ostvarila odli¢nu saradnju sa ve¢inom zemalja regiona, posebno sa biv§im republikama
SFRJ, koja je rezultirala velikim brojem zajednickih akcija i da kontinuirano vr$i razmenu
podataka o licima i1 grupama od zajednic¢kog interesa, misljenja smo da je potrebno razmatrati
1 mogucnosti, prvenstveno pravne osnove za formalizovanje i standardizovanje prakse
zajednickih istraznih timova policija u regionu.

Upravo u tom cilju bih podsetio na jo§ jedan alat koji policijske sluzbe regiona imaju na
raspolaganju — Konvenciju o medunarodnoj policijskoj saradnji zemalja Jugoistocne Evrope,
koji su potpisale 1 ratifikovale prisutne zemlje regiona. Upravo ovih dana je u toku ekspertski
sastanak predstavnika nasih zemalja koji ima za cilj definisanje mehanizama za sprovodenje
ove Konvencije u praksi, posebno delova znaCajnih za opertivno postupanje u borbi protiv
organizovanog kriminala, poput zajednickih istraznih timova i ,,vrucih potraga®. U tom smislu
bih naglasio znaCaj priprema zemalja, prvenstveno u smislu pripreme nacionalnih
zakonodavstava za potrebe stvaranja S$to boljih preduslova za rad organa za sporovodenje
zakona u cilju efikasnije borbe protiv organizovanog kriminala.

Pored direkntne policijske saradnje sa zemljama u regionu, srpska policija je ostvarila visok
nivou saradnje sa policijskim oficirima za vezu prisutim u Republici Srbiji, kao i oficira van
Srbije zaduZenih za podruc¢je nase drzave. Osim operativne saradnje, prvenstveno u formi
razmene 1 deljenja informacija, ali i zajednickih istraznih aktivnosti, za Srbiju su bila veoma
znaCajna iskustva drugih zemalja poput Italije, SR Nemacke, nordijskih zemalja, Velike



Britanije, Spanije, Austrije, Francuske i drugih evropskih zemalja, kao i Sjedinjenh
Americkih Drzava. Pored iskustava vrlo podsticajna su bila znanja o metodologiji i1 praksi
borbe protiv organizovanog kriminala preneta kroz niz obuka, kao i sva tehni¢ka pomo¢ i
donacije.

Razvojem specijalizovanih struktura za borbu protiv organizovanog kriminala i sticanjem
prakti¢nih iskustava, kao i kroz saradnju sa zemljama regiona i zemljama Zapadne Evrope, u
Srbiji su prepoznate prednosti usvajnja savremenih koncepata i metodologija borbe protiv
organizovanog kriminala, prvenstveno proaktivnog pristupa radu u borbi protiv
organizovanog kriminala. Imaju¢i u vidu ¢injenicu da klasi¢ni reaktivni sistem i metodologija
rada policije ne moze u dovoljno efektivno i1 efikasno da odgovori na rad visokosofisticiranih
kriminalnih grupa koje deluju strateski i na nacionalnom i na medunarodnom nivou, namece
se potreba za uvodenjem novog nacina rada policije vodene obaveStajnim saznanjima
(Intelligence Lead Policing). Upravo to je jo$ jedan od velikih izazova za srpsku policiju,
imajuci u vidu da ovaj koncept sa svoje strane namece potrebu za reorganizacijom postoje¢ih
struktura policije kako bi se na §to efektivniji nacin suprostavilo ovoj globalnoj pretnji.

Uzimajuéi u obzir da organizovani kriminal cCesto prevazilazi nadleZnosti lokalnih
org.jedinica, a jednako Cesto ima i elemente medunarodne aktivnosti, jasno je da samo
koordinacija slucajeva na nacionalnom nivou moze da kvalitetno isprati policijsko delovanje
protiv OKG. Nacionalna jednica bi, takode, ovom postavkom na odgovaraju¢i nacin ispratila i
organizaciju poslova u oblasti organizovanog krimianala u Specijanom tuzilastvu za
organzovani kriminal. Uvodenjem prakse tuzilacke istrage, stvorie se potreba da se u policiji
stvori struktura koja ¢e na odgovaraju¢i nacin biti partner tuzilaStvu po predmetima
organizovanog kriminala. Upravo u tom smislu je uvodenje proaktivnog pristupa u redovnu
praksu, odnosno u kasnijim fazama razvoja i princip rada policije voden obaveStajnim
podacima uopste, jedan od njaznacajnijih zadataka obuhvadenih Akcionim planom za
sprovodenje Nacionalne strategije za borbu protiv organizovanog kriminala.

Republika Srbija je prateci razvoj dogadaja i trendove u medunarodnoj zajednici, na svom
putu evropskih integracija, pristupila svim relevantnim medunarodnim dokumentima u oblasti
borbe protiv organizovanog kriminala. Osim toga, ojacani su kanali saradnje posredstvom
Interpola, ali i uspostvavljeni i1 kanali saradnje sa Evropolom. Potpisivanjem Sporazuma o
strateSkoj saradnji sa Evropolom otvoren je put za dalju nadgradnju 1 institucionalizaciju
partnerstva sa Evropolom kao sve prisutnijim i znacajnijim akterom u oblasti borbe protiv
organizovanog kriminala, posebno u pogledu strateskih analaiza stanja u ovoj oblasti kao i
prakse godiSnje procene pretnje od organizovanog kriminala, kao jednog od klju¢nih
dokumenata za strateSki nivo definisanja prioriteta Ministarstva i primene proaktivnog
pristupa rada.

Pored navedenih organizacija, Zelim da pomenem i saradnju sa Kancelarijom UN za borbu
protiv organizovanog kriminala i narkotika sa kojom ¢e se posebno intenzivirati saradnja kroz
planirane projekte za period do 2011, prvenstveno kroz Regionalni program za promociju
pravde 1 bezbednosti u JIE u periodu 2009-2011.

Kada govorimo o regionalnoj saradnji u oblasti borbe protiv organizovanog krimiala ne
smemo izostaviti saradnju kroz SEKI Centar. Od samog osnovanja Srbija aktivno ucestvuje u
aktivnostima SEKI Centra. Osim velikog broja obuka uz pomo¢ SEKI-ja je realizovan i veliki
broj zajednickih operacija posebno na polju suzbijanja trgovine ljudima i ilegalnih migracija.
Kroz ove operacije ne samo da su postignuti izuzetni rezultati u zemljama ucesnicama, vec je



utvrdena i ojacana operativna saradnja a S$to je jo$ vaznije uspostavljaju se i zajednicki
standardi za postupanje i policija i tuzilastava zemalja u regionu, kako u istragama tako i u
kasnijim fazama krivicnog postupka, Sto umngome doprinosi efikasnosti organa za
sprovodenje zakona u borbi protiv organizovanog kriminala.

I na kraju, srpska policija 1 njena specijalizovana Sluzba za borbu protiv organizovanog
kriminala je do sada u mnogo navrata pokazala i dokazala reSenost da se bori protiv
organizovanog kriminala. Sjajna saradnja koja je uspostavljena sa zemljama regiona i Sire
samo govori u prilog tome. Svoj deo izlaganja bih zaklju¢io samo jednom porukom — imamo
zajednickog neprijatelja i jedini nac¢in da mu se efikasno suprotstavimo jeste da udruzimo nase
napore. U tom smislu Ministarstvo unutrasnjih poslova Republike Srbije stoji svima vama na
raspolaganju za saradnju - svojim iskustvom, koje nije malo, kapacitetima i spremnos¢u da
nastavimo i oja¢amo kako borbu protiv organizovanog kriminala u nasim zemljama tako i
nasu saradnju.
